	Public Comment:  Jamie from the Southwest Collective made public comment: (Jamie Asked for a response from CPD about an incident that took place at the 008th district police station at a time when there was no running water and a women was arrested). 

 -Jamie said there are over 100 individuals/asylum-seekers currently at the 008th distirct, they have no access to washrooms or runnign water, they have no place to shower and are being told to go to the local stores to shower. Asylum seekers are being housed in the 008th district some for up to 90days. in the 008th District the mother of a 3yr old child with a cleft lip was arrested, I/we are askign for the charges to be dropped, basic needs for families should be met and we have many volunteers here to support asylum seekers" jamie also asked "what do all charges include for the women who was arrested"

Jamie also presented the DCs with action to be taken the demands are as follow's:

Charges against the women who was arrested, dropped

We want her moved to a different location safe from retaliation.



DCs, Commander, and the Districts COC was provided with a copy of the demands. 



Eddie Guillen- I second all the concerns as Jamie mentioned, community and  business' alike need to do better. We shoud lbrign food and resources to asylum seekers. We need to support the asylum seekers as people.



Frank Chapmen- makes public comment about the commision and why it is important to these efforts. 



Daniel- Community activist/Asylum seeker volunteer- said asylum seekers need to be provided better food more consistently, this situation is not stopping and we need supplies, items such as undergarments and daily consistant meals. 



Adolfo-  Community activist/asylum-seeker volunteer- Demands charges be dropped against the mother who was arrested.

  

Community member makes comments to thank the council and suggests trainings for community members such as Narcan and CPR trainings. 



Community member makes comment about- gang insults in the neigborhood the gangmebers are flipping street signs this is a form of insult to one and other.




	District Council Member Updates: Jason Huff gives update on the youth summit he is planning in the 008th district that will be hosted at Hubbard HS. This will be a space where students will have the opportunity to share space and talk about safety concerns, encounters they have has with CPD be that positive or negative. Youth will also have the opportunity to talk about ideas on how they can make their communities safer? 



Albert Cacciottolo gives update on the last nominating committee meeting, letting the community know that applications for anyone interested in applying to be a commsioner will be released soon and he will give another update at the next meeting in october. 
	Discussions: 

Commander Bryan Spryne responds to asylum seeker concerns; Commander gives update that addional dumpsters and porta-potties have been ordered. Comander addresses that he cannot disclose charges of the Women (Asylum Seeker) arrested for her own privacy and protection. 

Commander explains that the day the women was arrested was a day that the stationwas having plumbing issues and while work was being done the water had to be shut off at the station. The week prior a detainee broke a water sprinkler and when this happend the station needed to hire a plumbing company come in and make some repairs this was the reason that asylum seekers did not have access to water. Asylum seekers are not asked to leave the station but are asked once a week to move thier items because the distirct has professional cleaners to come in and clean and disinfect the lobby area for sanitation purposes. Commander Spryne said the district has no access or say so on how or where asylum seekers are to take showers, that is out of the control of the police department. Commander made comment anout how he wishes he could do more but the police department does not have the capacity or resources to support asylum seekers.
