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Surveillance

This report provides data on week 28 of surveillance for West Nile virus (WNV) in mosquitoes and includes data on other
surveillance indicators. We have placed gravid and BG sentinel traps throughout the City of Chicago and continue to
monitor them twice a week for the duration of the mosquito-breeding season. There is no indication of active WNV
transmission within the City for this reporting period.
