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All applicants for all Chicago Farmers Markets will be required to provide an original Certificate 
of Insurance evidencing the following insurance minimums for the dates of May 1 to October 31, 
2024:

• Workers Compensation and Employers Liability – minimum of $500,000 each
accident, illness, or disease
• Commercial General Liability – minimum $1,000,000 per occurrence
• Automobile Liability – minimum of $500,000 per occurrence
• Property coverage (replacement cost)
• Certificate Holder MUST list: City of Chicago, 78 E. Washington, Chicago, IL 60602

Final acceptance is contingent on applicant naming the City of Chicago, the Chicago Park
District, their employees, agents and officials as additionally insured. Applicants must also
submit a copy of the endorsement using ISO form CG20 26 or equivalent. Applicant’s certificate 
of insurance must also evidence a waiver of subrogation in favor of the City of Chicago, its 
employees, elected officials, agents, or representatives.

Additional insurance: Daley Plaza and Pullman Market locations have additional insurance 
requirements.  Please make sure that you comply and provide a separate certificate of insurance 
for each additional market to which you are accepted.

We work with a 
third-party contractor to complete 
operational and accounting 
functions, making it very easy for our 
vendors to participate.

Please note: All past City of Chicago 
Farmers Market fees MUST be paid in FULL 
in order to be reaccepted in to the 2024 
markets.

Vendors will be billed per 10’x10’ space 
per day. Details will be provided with your 
2024 acceptance letter. Market fee can be 
billed at any point throughout the season 
and payment is due upon receipt by the date 
designated on the invoice. If payment is not 
received, you may forfeit your space at the 
market for the next season.
