LOYOLA DUNE The dune habitat at the south end of Loyola beach

is in the very early stages of dune succession. Dune

vegetation spontaneously began growing when this

area of the beach was no longer groomed. Dune

protection fence was installed in 2004 to minimize

disturbance. As funding is available, future restora-

tion plans include controlling invasive species and

planting additional native dune plants to enhance

the diversity of the site.
