EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This Phase | Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) was performed in accordance with Task
Order Request (TOR) No. 20-AISEHS-0002 and was conducted consistent with the
procedures included in ASTM International (ASTM) E1527-13, Standard Practice for
Environmental Site Assessments: Phase | Environmental Site Assessment Process. This
Phase | ESA was conducted under the supervision or responsible charge of Rachelle K.
Christian, Environmental Professional. Salvatore Consalvi of Yung Environmental (Yung)
performed the site reconnaissance on December 16, 2021.

A cursory summary of findings is provided below. It should be recognized that details were
not included or fully developed in this section, and the report must be read in its entirety for a
comprehensive understanding of the items contained herein.

The site consists of seventeen contiguous parcels totaling approximately 6.04 acres or
263,101 square feet (sq. ft.) of vacant land. The site encompasses the following:

Some addresses have changed over the years. Historical addresses were identified for some
of the parcels. Refer to Section 3.4 for a summary of historical addresses.

Historically, the west parcels (along South State Street) appeared occupied by dwellings,
a hay & feed store, and coal/wood sheds by 1897; however, based on the topographic
maps, the area appeared as an urban development by at least 1892. In 1911, dwellings
occupied the northwest parcels. From at least 1931 until 1951 a filling/service station
occupied the northwest portion of the site. The Reading Co. Coal Yard, a large coal
storage operation with rail spurs, was indicated on the southwest and south-central
portions of the site from at least 1911 to the 1940s with the former coal storage buildings
noted as dilapidated and vacant by 1950. From 1959 until 2005-2006, the west parcels
were improved with a parking lot and industrial building occupied by food and tea
operations. The west portion of the site has appeared as vacant land and/or paved parking
lot from 2007 to the present.

Historically, the north parcels (along East 115" Street) appeared occupied by dwellings
and retail structures from at least 1897 until the 1920s; however, based on the topographic
maps, the area appeared as an urban development by at least 1892. From the 1930s to
the 2000s, the north parcels were occupied by mixed residential and retail/commercial
structures and have appeared as vacant land with remnant building foundations from 2007
to the present.

Historically, the northeast parcel (southwest corner of East 115" Street and South
Michigan Avenue) appeared occupied by dwellings and retail structures from at least 1897
until 1951; however, based on the topographic maps, the area appeared as an urban
development by at least 1892. From 1959 to the 2000s, the northeast parcel was occupied
by a retail strip mall with various occupants including a dry cleaner operation (from 1966
to 2005). The parcel has appeared as vacant land with remnant building foundations and
parking lot from 2007 to the present.
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Historically, the east parcels (along South Michigan Avenue) appeared occupied by
dwellings, retail stores, a church, and lumber yard by at least 1897; however, based on
the topographic maps, the area appeared as an urban development by at least 1892. By
1911, the east parcels were developed with a dwelling, office, retail stores, a school, a
church, and lumberyard with portions of the Reading Co. Coal operation on the west
portion of the parcels. By 1939, the school and church were no longer apparent and an
auto garage was noted. By the 1950s, parcels were occupied by a dwelling, retail stores,
an auto garage, lumber yard, and portion of the vacant, dilapidated coal operation
buildings. By 1959 to the 1980s, a portion of the retail strip mall, parking lot, a
commercial/industrial building, and lumber yard occupied the east parcels. From the late
1980s until 2005-2006, the east parcels were improved with a portion of the retail strip
mall which included a dry cleaning operation (1966-2005), parking lot, a multi-unit
commercial building, and restaurant structure. The east parcels have appeared as vacant
land with remnant building foundations and parking lot remnants from 2007 to the present.

Historically, the two portions of the south parcels (south of the railroad tracks) appeared
as vacant land and/or heavily vegetated land from at least 1897 to the present.

The following on-site recognized environmental conditions (RECs) were identified during
the historical documentation review:

o The on-site property (Oak Park National Bank at 11500 South Michigan Avenue)
was identified on the regulatory database. Based on a review of historical
resources, this appears to refer to a historical retail building which is no longer
present on the site. City directories indicated the property was occupied by a drug
store from the 1920 until 1999 and then by the house of Peace Book store. The
Chicago Department of Public Health (CDPH) database records indicated the May
28,1958 installation of two 315-gallon, one 1,000-gallon, one 2,000-gallon (with
enclosure), and five 315-gallon fuel oil underground storage tanks (USTs), and the
March 18,1959 installation one 2,000-gallon and five 300-gallon fuel oil tanks (final
n/g). It is possible that the five 315-gallon and five 300-gallon fuel oil USTs refer to
the same tanks. A February 1, 2000 inspection noted that “oil tank reported in the
basement”; however, the inspector indicated that he did not see an oil tank in the
“entire basement”. The prior 2004 Phase | ESA, conducted prior to the demolition
of the former retail strip mall, reported several suspect fill and vent pipes along the
exterior rear (west and north) sides of the building; the suspect pipe locations are
described in detail in Section 3.6. Records of USTs removal were not identified in
the review of the regulatory database, nor in the select review of files completed in
the course of this assessment. The absence of reported removal records indicates
the potential for up to ten orphan USTs remaining on the site which is considered
a REC to the site.
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o0 The on-site historical cleaner (addressed as 11518 South Michigan Avenue) was
identified in the regulatory databases. The facility was occupied by Flair Cleaners
(1966-1976), Rose Plaza Launderette (1976-1981), Betty Brite Cleaners (1981 -
1997), Automatic Washboard Coin Op (1994-1999), Cleaners & Laundry (1999),
and Lee Cleaners & Laundry (1999). According to the prior 2004 ESA, the dry
cleaner was still operating in 2004. Betty Brite Cleaners was identified as a
Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Very Small or Conditionally
Exempt Small Quantity Generator (RCRA-VSQG/CESQG) facility, generating less
than 100 kilograms (kg) of tetrachloroethylene (PCE) and trichloroethylene (TCE)
during any calendar month and accumulating less than 100 kg of PCE and TCE at
any time. The EDR report did not indicate violations for the site; however, as
discussed in Section 4.2.1, the CDPH records indicated that the former dry
cleaners had been previously inspected for reported dumping of the chemicals into
the sewers; the inspector did not report findings that indicated the violation. He
further reported the presence of storage of perchloroethylene (PERC) at the
facility. The prior 2004 Phase | ESA reported poor housekeeping conditions at the
dry cleaning facility, which was in operation in 2004. Based on the known presence
of historical dry cleaning operations with use of chlorinated solvents, and duration
of operations (at least 38 years), the historical on-site cleaner constitutes a REC
to the site.

0 A gasoline tank was indicated south of the retail/residential structures at 25 East
115th Street on the 1939 to 1950 Sanborn Maps on the north portion of the site.
Records of the UST installation and/or removal were not identified in the review of
the regulatory database, nor in the select review of files completed in the course
of this assessment. This is considered a REC to the site.

0 The historical on-site business (Asdooraian Danl at 25 East 115th Street) was
identified as a historical carpet cleaners and layers in 1928 in the regulatory
database and identified as Asdooraian Danl rug cleaner in the 1928 city directory.
The building was identified on the 1897 to 2004 Sanborn maps as a store/retail
building. Based on the potential usage of chlorinated solvents, the former on-site
Danl Asdooraian cleaners constitutes a REC.

0 A door and sash factory, located at 11546 S Michigan Avenue, was indicated on
the southeast portion of the site in the 1950 Sanborn Map. The historical on-site
manufacturing operations are considered a REC to the site.

0 An auto body repair & paint facility (11520-11524 S Michigan Avenue) was
identified on the 1939 and 1950 Sanborn Maps. The city directories for 11522
South Michigan Avenue listed Rosser Wm auto body repair (1941), Al's Garage
(1941), and S&T Repair Service (1947). The on-site historical auto repair
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operations, potentially utilizing petroleum products, during their on-site operation
for at least 11 years, are considered a REC to the site.

o Afilling/service station (11521 South State Street) with three gasoline tanks was
indicated on the northwest portion of the site along South State Street on the 1939
to 1950 Sanborn Maps; service station listings were also identified in the city
directories from 1931 until 1951. The CDPH records indicated the replacement of
one 1,000-gallon gasoline UST in 1955. Records of the (up to three) USTs’
removal were not identified in the review of the regulatory database, nor in the
select review of files completed in the course of this assessment. The on-site
historical filling station (in operation for at least 27 years), the potential use of
petroleum products as a filling/service station, and the absence of records for
removal of USTs are considered RECs to the site.

o A large coal storage / coal yard with railroad spurs was indicated on the central
portion of the site (north of the railroad tracks) on the 1897 to 1939 Sanborn Maps
with vacant, dilapidated buildings associated with the operation noted on the 1950
Sanborn Map. Although not observed during the 2021 site reconnaissance, due to
access limitations to the former coal yard portion of the site, the prior 2004 Phase
| ESA reported evidence of coal, cinders, and slag on the south central portion of
the site. If the coal storage yard treated or otherwise processed the coal on the
site, this would be considered a REC to the site.

o Alumberyard occupied the southeast portion of the site from at least 1897 to 1975.
If the lumber yard treated or stored treated lumber on the site, this would be
considered a REC to the site.

Adjoining properties appeared as urban development by 1892. From 1911 to the present,
urban development surrounding the site consisted of residential dwellings, a school, retail
stores, commercial/industrial structures, filling stations, junkyards, and railroad tracks
along South Michigan Avenue, East 115" Street, and South State Street appeared
present. The area surrounding the south parcels (south of the railroad tracks) have been
occupied by mostly residential structures with the exception of warehouse/repair facility
and a historical train station from 1897 to the present.

The following off-site RECs were identified during the historical documentation review:

o The west and north adjoining property (23 East 115th Street) was occupied by
lllinois Metal Cabinet Co Inc (1947-1951) and Bonell Mfg. Co Die Makers (1947).
The large commercial building was indicated as “sheet metal warehouse” at 19-21
East 115" Street on the 1950 Sanborn Map. The historical sheet metal operation
on the adjoining property is considered a REC to the site.
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o The north adjacent property, located at 11452 South Michigan Avenue, was
identified as Bach Bros Clothing (1928) and Calumet Supreme Cleaners (1947-
1966). Based on the proximity to the site and potential historical use of chlorinated
solvents for at least 29 years, the off-site historical cleaner is considered RECs to
the site.

o The east adjacent property, located at 11501 South Michigan Avenue, was
identified as a historical cleaner from 1971 to 1981. Based the potential historical
use of chlorinated solvents for at least 10 years and the property’s proximity to the
site (approximately 65 feet east), the off-site historical cleaner is considered a REC
to the site.

o The east adjacent property, located at 11503 South Michigan Avenue, was
identified as a historical cleaner in 1928. Based the potential historical use of
chlorinated solvents and the property’s proximity to the site (approximately 65 feet
east), the off-site historical cleaner is considered a REC to the site.

o0 The east adjacent property, located at 11525 South Michigan Avenue, was listed
as a historical filling/service station including: Greenway Charles S Auto Laundry
(1928), Rauch Fred gasoline Service Station (1928), and Paulson Gustav A auto
repairs (1928). The east adjacent property was also identified as a filling station
with three USTs on the 1939 Sanborn Map. Based on the proximity to the site,
potential use of petroleum products for at least 11 years, and the absence of tank
removal records, the off-site historical filling station is considered RECs to the site.

o The historical filling/service station (Bobs Super 100/0707 Clark Service
Station/Clark & Oil Refining (11555 S Michigan Avenue), located approximately 65
feet east of the site was identified on the EDR Hist Auto, UST, and leaking
underground storage tank (LUST) regulatory databases. The EDR database
indicated the property as Bob’s Super 100 from 1982 until 1992. The property was
also identified in the 1975 to 1989 Sanborn Maps as filling station. The OSFM
database, Office of the State Fire Marshal (OSFM) Freedom of Information Act
(FOIA), and CDPH records indicated the historical presence of two 6,000-gallon
gasoline USTs (installed in 1960) and one 7,500-gallon gasoline UST (installed in
1971) which were reportedly removed from the Clark Retail Enterprise property in
1991. LUST incident # 912512 was assigned to the property; the IEPA issued a
No Further Remediation (NFR) letter on January 9, 1995 after “miscellaneous
correspondence was received.” Reviewable documents were not available on the
IEPA Doc Explorer website. A FOIA request was sent to the Illinois Environmental
Protection Agency (IEPA) for further details of the closure; however, at the
issuance of this report, a response has not been received. Based on the absence
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of reviewable information for the off-site historical filling station, this is considered
a REC to the site.

o0 The west adjoining and east adjacent truck repair shop (11575 South Wabash
Avenue) was identified in the city directories as Super J Towing (1993-1994), Otis
Henderson (2004), 10 XX (2004), and XOX Charter Bus Service Inc. (2014-2017).
During the surrounding area site reconnaissance, XOX Charter Bus Service Inc.
was observed to occupy the building. The 1939 Sanborn maps noted the building
as a transfer warehouse and the 1950 to 1989 Sanborn Maps indicated the
building as trailer factory with lacquer spraying. The historical use of the adjacent
property as an historical manufacturing facility and the existing and historical use
of the property as truck repair facility and its proximity to the site is considered a
REC.

o Railroad tracks have been located south of the main site and north of the south
parcels since at least 1911.

Terracon reviewed U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS) National Wetland Inventory
(NWI) Maps for visual indicators to assess the likely presence or absence of regulated
wetlands on the site. The NWI maps did not indicate the presence of regulated wetland
features present on the site. Obvious indications of on-site wetland areas were not
observed during the site reconnaissance.

It should be noted that the potential presence of “orphan” USTs onsite cannot be entirely
eliminated on any property that was previously developed.

The site was observed to be vacant during the site reconnaissance. However, remnant
building foundations were observed during the site reconnaissance which appear to
correlate with historical development of the site.

FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

Terracon has performed this Phase | ESA in conformance with the scope and limitations of
ASTM Practice E1527-13 of 11500-82 South Michigan Avenue, 11517-31 South State Street,
11562 South Wabash Avenue, and 25-31 East 115th Street, Chicago, Cook County, lllinois,
the site. Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in Section 1.4 —
Limitations and Exceptions of this report. The following evidence of on RECs was identified
in connection with the site:

o The on-site property (Oak Park National Bank at 11500 South Michigan
Avenue) appears to refer to a historical retail strip mall which is no longer
present on the site. The CDPH database indicated the 1958 installation of two
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315-gallon, one 1,000-gallon, one 2,000-gallon (with enclosure), and five 315-
gallon fuel oil USTs, and 1959 installation one 2,000-gallon and five 300-gallon
fuel oil tanks (final n/g). The prior 2004 Phase | ESA, conducted prior to the
demolition of the former retail strip mall, reported several suspect fill and vent
pipes along the exterior rear (west and north) sides of the building; the suspect
pipe locations. Records of USTs removal were not identified in the review of
the regulatory database, nor in the select review of files completed in the
course of this assessment. The absence of reported removal records indicates
the potential for up to ten orphan USTs remaining on the site which is
considered a REC to the site.

o0 The on-site historical cleaner (addressed as 11518 South Michigan Avenue)
present from at least 1966 until at least 2004 which reported use/generation
PCE and TCE. The CDPH records indicated that the former dry cleaners had
been previously inspected for reported dumping of the chemicals into the
sewers; however, the inspector did not report findings that indicated the
violation with the presence of storage of PERC at the facility. The prior 2004
Phase | ESA reported poor housekeeping conditions at the dry cleaning facility,
which was in operation in 2004. Based on the known presence of historical dry
cleaning operations with use of chlorinated solvents, and duration of operations
(at least 38 years), the historical on-site cleaner constitutes a REC to the site.

0 A gasoline tank was indicated south of the retail/residential structures at 25
East 115th Street on the 1939 to 1950 Sanborn Maps on the north portion of
the site. Records of the UST installation and/or removal were not identified in
the review of the regulatory database, nor in the select review of files
completed in the course of this assessment. This is considered a REC to the
site.

0 The historical on-site business (25 East 115th Street) was identified as a
historical carpet cleaners and layers in 1928 in the regulatory database and
identified as Asdooraian Danl rug cleaner in the 1928 city directory. The
building was identified on the 1897 to 2004 Sanborn maps as a store/retail
building. Based on the potential usage of chlorinated solvents, the former on-
site cleaner constitutes a REC.

o A filling/service station (11521 South State Street) with three gasoline tanks
was indicated on the northwest portion of the site along South State Street from
at least 1931 until 1958. The CDPH records indicated the replacement of one
1,000-gallon gasoline UST in 1955. Records of the (up to three) USTs’ removal
were not identified in the review of the regulatory database, nor in the select
review of files completed in the course of this assessment. The on-site
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historical filling station (in operation for at least 27 years), the potential use of
petroleum products as a filling/service station, and the absence of records for
removal of USTs are considered RECs to the site.

0 A door and sash factory, located at 11546 S Michigan Avenue, was indicated
on the southeast portion of the site in the 1950 Sanborn Map. The historical
on-site manufacturing operations are considered a REC to the site.

0 An auto body repair and paint facility (11520-11524 S Michigan Avenue) was
identified on the east portion of the site from at least 1939 until 1958. The on-
site historical auto repair operations, potentially utilizing petroleum products,
during their on-site operation for at least 11 years, are considered a REC to
the site.

o Alarge coal storage / coal yard with railroad spurs was indicated on the central
portion of the site (north of the railroad tracks) on the 1897 to 1939 Sanborn
Maps with vacant, dilapidated buildings associated with the operation noted on
the 1950 Sanborn Map. Although not observed during the 2021 site
reconnaissance, due to access limitations to the former coal yard portion of the
site, the prior 2004 Phase | ESA reported evidence of coal, cinders, and slag
on the south central portion of the site. If the coal storage yard treated or
otherwise processed the coal on the site, this would be considered a REC to
the site.

o A lumber yard occupied the southeast portion of the site from at least 1897 to
1975. If the lumber yard treated or stored treated lumber on the site, this would
be considered a REC to the site

The following evidence of on and off-site RECs was identified in connection with the
site:

o The west and north adjoining property (23 East 115th Street) was occupied by
lllinois Metal Cabinet Co Inc (1947-1951) and Bonell Mfg. Co Die Makers (1947).
The large commercial building was indicated as “sheet metal warehouse” at 19-21
East 115" Street on the 1950 Sanborn Map. The historical sheet metal operation
on the adjoining property is considered a REC to the site.

o The north adjacent property, located at 11452 South Michigan Avenue, was
identified as Bach Bros Clothing (1928) and Calumet Supreme Cleaners (1947-
1966). Based on the proximity to the site and potential historical use of chlorinated
solvents for at least 29 years, the off-site historical cleaner is considered RECs to
the site

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o The east adjacent property, located at 11501 South Michigan Avenue, was
identified as a historical cleaner from 1971 to 1981.

o The east adjacent property, located at 11503 South Michigan Avenue, was
identified as a historical cleaner in 1928. Based the potential historical use of
chlorinated solvents and the property’s proximity to the site (approximately 65 feet
east), the off-site historical cleaner is considered a REC to the site.

o0 The east adjacent property, located at 11525 South Michigan Avenue, was listed
as a historical filling/service station with three UST from at least 1928 until at least
1939. Based on the proximity to the site, potential use of petroleum products for at
least 11 years, and the absence of tank removal records, the off-site historical
filling station is considered RECs to the site.

o The historical filling/service station (Bobs Super 100/0707 Clark Service
Station/Clark & Oil Refining (11555 S Michigan Avenue), located approximately 65
feet east of the site was identified on the EDR Hist Auto, UST, and LUST regulatory
databases. The EDR database indicated the property as Bob’s Super 100 from
1982 until 1992. The property was also identified in the 1975 to 1989 Sanborn
Maps as filling station. The OSFM database, OSFM FOIA, and CDPH records
indicated the historical presence of two 6,000-gallon gasoline USTs (installed in
1960) and one 7,500-gallon gasoline UST (installed in 1971) which were reportedly
removed from the Clark Retail Enterprise property in 1991. LUST incident #
912512 was assigned to the property; the IEPA issued a NFR letter on January 9,
1995 after “miscellaneous correspondence was received.” Reviewable documents
were not available on the IEPA Doc Explorer website. A FOIA request was sent
to the IEPA for further details of the closure; however, at the issuance of this report,
a response has not been received.

was observed to occupy the building. The 1939 Sanborn maps noted the building
as a transfer warehouse and the 1950 to 1989 Sanborn Maps indicated the
building as trailer factory with lacquer spraying. The historical use of the adjacent
property as an historical manufacturing facility and the existing and historical use

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of the property as truck repair facility and its proximity to the site is considered a
REC.

o Railroad tracks have been located south of the main site and north of the south
parcels since at least 1911.

Terracon reviewed U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS) National Wetland Inventory
(NWI) Maps for visual indicators to assess the likely presence or absence of regulated
wetlands on the site. The NWI maps did not indicate the presence of regulated wetland
features present on the site. Obvious indications of on-site wetland areas were not
observed during the site reconnaissance.

It should be noted that the potential presence of “orphan” USTs onsite cannot be entirely
eliminated on any property that was previously developed.

The site was observed to be vacant during the site reconnaissance. However, remnant
building foundations were observed during the site reconnaissance which appear to correlate
with historical development of the site.

Significant Data Gaps

Significant data gaps were not identified during the course of this ESA.

1.0 INTRODUCTION

1.1 Project Overview

This Phase | Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) was performed in accordance with Task
Order Request (TOR) No.: 20-AISEHS-0002 and was conducted consistent with the
procedures included in ASTM International (ASTM) E1527-13, Standard Practice for
Environmental Site Assessments: Phase | Environmental Site Assessment Process.

Northeast corner of South State Street & East 115" Street: dwellings (1897-1911);
dwellings along South State Street and a vacant large commercial building (1939);
dwellings along South State Street and a large commercial building indicated as “sheet
metal warehouse” (1950); dwellings along South State Street and a large commercial
building indicated as a used furniture store (1975-1992); residential structures and a large
commercial building (2002-2004).

West of South State Street: Coal yard and railroad tracks (1897); Wacker & Birk Brewing
Co. Roseland Branch Beer Depot and railroad tracks (1911); junkyard and railroad tracks
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(1939-1950); area west of South State Street not depicted (1975-1987); vacant land and
railroad tracks (1989-1992); “junk” with small structure indicated and railroad tracks (2002-
2004).

The following on-site listings of environmental concern were identified in the Sanborn maps:

A large coal storage / coal yard was indicated on the central portion of the site (north
of the railroad tracks) on the 1897 to 1939 Sanborn Maps with vacant, dilapidated
buildings associated with the operation noted on the 1950 Sanborn Map. If the coal
storage yard treated or otherwise processed the coal on the site, this would be
considered a REC to the site. This is further discussed in Sections 3.6, 4.2.1, and 5.1.
Railroad spurs, as part of the coal yard operations, were indicated on the southwest
portion of the site on the 1911 to 1950 Sanborn Maps.

A gasoline tank was indicated south of the retail/residential structures at 25 East 115"
Street on the 1939 to 1950 Sanborn Maps.

A filling station with three gasoline tanks was indicated on the northwest portion of the
site on the 1911 to 1950 Sanborn Maps.

A lumber yard occupied the southeast portion of the site from at least 1897 to 1975.
A door and sash factory, located at 11546 S Michigan Avenue, was indicated on the
southeast portion of the site in the 1950 Sanborn Map.

An auto body repair & paint facility (11520-11524 S Michigan Avenue) was identified
on the 1950 Sanborn Map.

A multi-tenant retail strip mall was indicated on the northeast portion of the site on the
1975 to 2004 Sanborn Maps; one of the units (11518 S Michigan Avenue) was
identified on the regulatory database as dry cleaning facility. This is further discussed
in Section 4.1.
